Notable road schemes

Capital surfacing works on Kerrera commenced this week and is scheduled for completion…

Capital footway surfacing at Bunessan on Mull is now complete

The significant capital works are still ongoing on the A816 Blaran & A819 Claddich sites 

Salt delivery

Due to adverse weather conditions in other areas the salt delivery has been further delayed and is now scheduled for delivery the first week of November. 
An alternative vessel was able to deliver salt to Mull on Tuesday 18th and we are currently looking at additional options for delivery by road for Oban mainland. Salt stocks are high and we will enter the winter period with good reserves.

LED Upgrade Scheme

Work is expected to recommence on the LED project on Monday 24th October. A total of 1100 luminaires will be replaced with more cost and energy efficient LED bulbs. The contractor has advised an expected 4-6 week lead time for completion.

Craignure Pier

A positive meeting has taken place this week with the Craignure community group regarding the development of a new pier for the Oban – Mull ferry. The Policy Lead and Officers met the group and discussed the next steps to developing the replacement pier.

Routine repair short term works are also underway at Craignure pier and this week surveys have been undertaken below the pier to facilitate cabling works to provide shore side power which will enable the existing generator to be replaced.

Islay streetlighting faults

The street lighting engineer has been in attendance on Islay this week. All logged faults were attended and repaired where possible. The engineer did a full drive around the island to locate any further faults that may not have been logged.

Further work, with the assistance of civil contractors, is required where new columns / cabling etc is required. 

A list is being complied of these outstanding works and will be issued to local members separately. All customers will be updated of the progress of their enquiry.


Waste disruptions 

Due to a vehicle issue there has been some small disruption to the waste collections on Islay and Jura this week. Collections were delayed for all waste by a couple of days and should now be complete

Commercial glass collections in Campbeltown were also missed on Sunday however the crew managed to attend and catch up on Monday.
	
Notable roads schemes

The B8042 Victoria Rd resurfacing work is now complete (see image below) Work was delayed by 1 day due to a vehicle breakdown.

The jetpatcher has been delivering some revenue maintenance work potholing, patching etc on Bute this week and will return to Cowal next week  

Inellan Primary School playground has also been resurfaced this week. This work was completed on behalf of our property services colleagues.


Lining work

We are placing pressure on the lining contractor for a committed start date  to carry out both machine and hand applied lining work that is outstanding in the area
