Roads updates

The scheme at Blaran has been delayed slightly – the works are substantially complete with some tidying up to completed next week.

Roads updates

Work continues on the additional STTS scheme B8024 at Inverneil, with minimal disruption to road users.

On Islay we are working on revenue and capital works on Ballimony Road, with revenue repair works at the western end and a joint Council and Forestry capital road and junction improvement at the eastern end to facilitate timber extraction.

Roads updates

General housekeeping including ditch and offlet cleaning on the A815 heading north from the Coylet Inn. 

Our gully cleaning programme is ongoing along with scrub cutting and sign replacements.

The team are expected to begin footway improvement work on Marine Road and High Road in Port Bannatyne before Christmas.

The footway and lighting improvement works at Blain Terrace, Ladeside Road, Ladeside Place and St Brides Road will commence some time in February with the street lighting team being in attendance first carrying out cable and column replacement work and the roads team following on with resurfacing 


Lining work

We have secured commitment from two contractors to complete a large quantity of outstanding work before Christmas, weather permitting. 

Work will be prioritised with road safety markings attended to first, these include key junctions, unlit roads, warning signs e.g. SLOW, sharp corner and directional signs.


	
Bridge replacement schemes

Ground investigation work is complete at Oude and Pennyghael with Glenegedale scheduled to be undertaken next week.

The information sourced from these investigations will feed back to our design team to assist them in progressing with the bridge replacements.
