Work on the B8024 at Inverneil, is on schedule for completion next week 

Work continues with revenue and capital works on Ballimony Road, with revenue repair works at the western end and a joint Council and Forestry capital road and junction improvement at the eastern end to facilitate timber extraction. 

Work also continues at the Barrichbeyan Bends on the A816. 

This continues the previous improvement work from 2018, with rock excavation to widen the carriageway and straightening of bends.

The work will improve the forward view, safety and efficiency of travel in this area for Timber Haulage in particular.
