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THE PROVOST’S FUND
ARGYLL AND BUTE COUNCIL

This Fund was instituted by Provost James McMillan, O.B.E. (who started it with a contribution of £200), to commemorate the visit of King George V, Queen Mary and Princess Mary to Rothesay on 11th July 1920. The conditions on which it is to be held and administered were fixed by the Town Council as follows:
‘That the Fund shall be held by the Magistrates of Rothesay for the purpose of providing from the free income thereof, assistance to Soldiers and Sailors who have served in the European War 1914-19, or the Wives and Dependant of any Soldiers and Sailors who have lost their lives in the said War’.
That applications for the benefits of the Fund shall be made in the month of November and grants shall be paid in the month of December. That the number of persons receiving the benefit of the fund shall not in any year exceed twenty, that each beneficiary must be domiciled in Rothesay, and that the Income of the fund shall in each year be divided equally between the parties selected. If at any time after 31 December, 1930, the number of beneficiaries is reduced below five, the Magistrates in their sole discretion, may admit to the benefit of the Fund, any deserving poor of the town, preference being given to relatives of Soldiers and Sailors. And when no beneficiaries are drawn from the classes for the benefit of whom the Fund was instituted, the Magistrates shall hold the Fund for the benefit of the deserving poor of the Burgh, and administer it under the same conditions as laid down for Soldiers and Sailors etc’.

What information do we need?

Why we need this information?
Your information is being collected to allow the Trustees appointed by Argyll and Bute Council to make decisions on the distribution of funds, and the information sought is required to allow them to consider your application.
